INTRODUCTION

The Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards are unique in Scotland in that they are a national celebration of good local design and conservation as nominated and evaluated by local people.  It is not an ‘industry’ award. 
In 2012 a Scottish Civic Trust My Place Award will recognise a project that has had a positive impact in a local neighbourhood and has delivered positive benefits to that community.  Also, a Scottish Civic Trust My Place Civic Champion Award will be presented to a person who has made an outstanding contribution to their local heritage.

The Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards are supported by the Scottish Government.

CATEGORIES
There are two categories of award:

My Place Award 2012
Entries should be submitted as projects that best present quality in the local context.  They can come from a wide range of types, such as:

· new buildings
· historic buildings that have been reused or refurbished
· public realm schemes such as streetworks, parks, etc.
Civic Champion 2012
The Scottish Civic Trust recognises a need to acknowledge individuals who have made an outstanding contribution to the heritage sector either generally or in a specific area.

Nominations can be made by civic societies and other local groups *affiliated to the Scottish Civic Trust, and by Community Councils. (*a list of affiliated groups can be found at www.scottishcivictrust.org.uk)
JUDGING
The judging panel will be established and managed by the Scottish Civic Trust and will include Scottish Civic Trust representatives.  Panel members will have a knowledge of and interest in Scotland's buildings, places and spaces, and will be appointed by the Scottish Civic Trust.

The panel chairman will be nominated by the Scottish Civic Trust. The judges’ decision will be final.

Judges will be looking for excellence in terms of:

My Place Award
Quality
Appropriateness
Innovation
Sustainability
Community Involvement
Sympathetic to local historic built environment
Design - appropriate features in keeping with the use of the building
Inclusivity of design - a safe environment, convenient, enjoyable to use
Awareness of importance of place making
Originality
Creativity
Civic Champion Award
Contribution to preserving and/or promoting local historic built environment
Community participation and engagement
Promoting pride of place
Nominees will be assessed on the information submitted.  Award winners will be announced at a special ceremony in March 2012.

ELIGIBILITY
Only individuals living in Scotland, and projects / buildings in Scotland will be eligible for the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards.
Nominations can be made by civic societies and other local groups *affiliated to the Scottish Civic Trust and by all Community Councils. *a list of affiliated groups can be found at www.scottishcivictrust.org.uk
For entries in 2012, projects / buildings in Scotland completed and occupied between 1 January 2010 and 31 December 2011 may be entered.  For the purposes of the competition, the word 'building' includes any structure whether new, restored, rehabilitated, refurbished, converted or conserved or any significant public realm project such as a streetscape works, new or restored parks, etc.

Nominations for the Civic Champion category must be made with the agreement of the nominee.

In both categories entries will be assessed on their architectural, heritage, and/or place making benefits.  Nominees for Civic Champion will be reviewed using only the information and material submitted and supporting their entry.  
With regard to both awards, at the joint discretion of the Scottish Civic Trust and the judging panel, there may be a number of commended entries.  In the event of the judges being unable to determine a single winner, it will be left to their discretion to offer a joint award.

The judges will publish their citations for the winners and commended entries.  This information will be available online.

ENTRY PROCEDURE AND DEADLINE
The closing date for entries is Friday 20 JANUARY 2012.
Entries for the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards 2012 must be submitted online at www.myplaceawards.org.uk, unless other arrangements have been agreed prior to the closing date.
Entries for the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards Civic Champion 2012 must be submitted manually.  An entry form for the Civic Champion award can be downloaded from the website.

All entries will be published on the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards gallery alongside brief details

· The shortlist will be determined by the judging panel using the information submitted.

· The Scottish Civic Trust reserves the right to publish the shortlist prior to the completion of the judging process.

· All shortlisted developments will be visited by at least one judge, where possible.  All entrants and the associated Nominating Body will be invited to attend the awards presentation (at their own expense).  Shortlisted entrants will be actively encouraged to attend.

Civic Champion
· All nominees will be published on the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards gallery with a summary of details

· The shortlist of individual nominees will be determined by the judging panel using the information submitted.

· The Scottish Civic Trust reserves the right to publish the shortlist prior to the completion of the judging process.

· All individual nominees and the associated Nominating Body will be invited to attend the awards presentation (at their own expense).  Shortlisted entrants will be actively encouraged to attend.

TERMS AND CONDITION OF ENTRY
In submitting an entry for consideration for the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards, it is assumed by the Scottish Civic Trust, that the nominating body will have agreed in advance, with the individual nominee, the nomination for the Civic Champion 2012 award and, for the My Place Award 2012, the project entered, with the building owner, architect/designer.  This includes permissions to submit all required information and publication of entry images and information on the awards website and use of same to promote the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards.
1. Information supplied by nominees will only be used for the specific purposes of the Scottish Civic Trust My Place Awards.
